Abstract

Political outcome of the race for the White House-2012 was election to the second term of
Barack Obama, the 44th President of the USA, who became the 17th President re-clected for the
2-nd term. Obama received support of 52,70% of the population against 45,90% for Romney;
that means 332 electoral votes against 206 votes for Romney. According the electoral legislation
the winner must obtain support of not less than 538 270 electors.

In accordance with the specifics of the U.S. electoral system, the main struggle was focused on
so called «swing» states which include: Iowa (6 electors), Virginia (13 electors), Wisconsin (10
electors), Colorado (9 electors), Minnesota (10 electors), Michigan (16 electors), Ohio (18
electors), Pennsylvania (20 electors), New Hampshire (4 electors) and Florida (29 electors).
Some experts concern, that the victory of Barack Obama in the swing states earned him 135
electoral votes, which contributed greatly to producing a substantial majority of votes and the
final victory. Overall, Obama won in 27 states, Romney won in 24 states.

The elections have become a sort of referendum on popularity of the incumbent President Barack
Obama, who, however, managed to win in a highly polarized society, and in a fierce struggle,
which did not allow to predict the winner of the race up to the announcement of the results in the
last state. According to the results of statistical analysis Obama lost electorate in almost all
states. On the one hand, it can be explained by a consistent pattern of losing scores of all the
American presidents running for the 2-nd term. On the other hand, the cause of the fall of
support of Obama was the result of the impact of worsening economic conditions, which also
was a significant factor in the elections 2008 but left no effect on the Obama’s voters support.
The key disputable issue was Obama’s health insurance reform, the results of which have not
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been taken a single consolidated solution. Protracted economic crisis caused high
unemp loyment, which provoked issue voting to get one of the leading determinator of electoral
outcome.

The elections have confirmed traditionally inherent to American society societal cleavages
between urban and rural electorate, central and peripheral electoral preferences, difference in
voting of economically developed and developing areas. Another significant cleavage between
white and immigrant population had great impact on individuals’ voting behavior that is proved
with correlation analysis.

Voters demonstrated standard average interest in the elections and showed turnout just over
50%. ‘Friends and neighbors’ effect determined rises and falls in turnout and also had its effect
in the election campaign. In states where preference was given to the Democrats the turnout was
slightly higher than the national average. Correlation analysis also revealed relation between
high level of education and political activity.

Institutionalization of the US party system is at a high level indicating stable position of the two
leading parties in political space. However Laakso and Taagepera and Joan Molinar indexes
identified a weak but growing demand for the third candidate. Electoral space is stable and
demonstrated a slight decrease in the level of regional diversity as compared to the elections
2008.

Future global challenges that will affect the balance of power between the Republicans and the
Democrats in the medium and long-term period have high chances to be determined by the
following aspects:

* Continuation of active immigration process, along with white population reproduction
reduction would lead to considerable changes in the ethno-national structure of states. Immigrant
population at present is inclined to support the Democrats, and at the expense of immigrants
(mostly blacks and Hispanics) the Democrat can better their results in future. Increasing number
of immigrants will increase the number of supporters of the Democrats and will define the
gradual shift from the currently available balance of political forces in the direction of support
for the Democrats.

» The Republican states are more attractive for immigrants. And according to the state statistics
immigration flows are directed mainly there. The situation gradually contributes to the turning
these states into more for-the-Democrats-voting enhancing the role of the newcomers in the
overall cumulative effect of candidates’ results.

* On the other hand, the changes in the population structure can lead to the change in the
Republicans’ rhetoric that will have fit into the changing conditions.

* Impoverishment of the median American voter as a result of the economic crisis made him
more for-Obama-voting, whose rhetoric is traditionally addressed to average income Americans
and below the average ones.
